SNB additionally worked
with the Lewis school to revamp their critical incident protocols.

During the month of February the SNB exclusively handled all of the snow covered sidewalk
related calls for service. In an effort to improve efficiency and better serve the public, each
member of the SNB was trained in SeeClickFix. As a result SNB was able to quickly identify
problems, communicate with those that reported the problems, and rectify each of them
expeditiously. During February SNB answered (74) snow covered sidewalk related calls for
service. Of those (74) calls, SNB issued (34) ordinances to homeowners who failed to properly
clear their sidewalk of snow and ice.

During the month of February the Safe Neighborhood Bureau generated (14) separate cases for
our school initiative. Each case represents a specific time an officer was assigned to conduct
school patrol during drop-off and pick-up.
